• We have the opportunity to share and learn from each other 

• We have been able to hear about a diverse range of relevant topics from a variety of 
different people  

• We have the time and space to have effective conversations 

• We have opportunity to hear from all members not just those who are more 
extrovert 

• We have the facilitation support we need to support consensus decision making 

• We have received the information we need at an appropriate time and format 
 

At the Invercargill workshop there will be an opportunity for you to 

• propose any changes or additions to these statements 

• rate the extent to which you believe the agreed success statements are being 
exhibited.  

This will form a part of the evaluation of the Regional Forum, and we will return and review 
this exercise at regular points in the process.
